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ANNOUNCEMENT OF MEDIA COMPETITION 1998

EDUCATIONAL MEDIA INSTITUTE

Southern African Association for Research and Development in Higher Education


(SAARDHE)


AIM:
The aim of this competition is to promote media use in higher education by recognition of excellent quality audio-visual productions for education and research.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:
· The competition is open to staff of all higher education institutions, including academic support and audio-visual centres, in Southern Africa.

· The competition is divided into the following categories: graphics, photography, video, computer assisted instruction, and multi-media programmes/packages.

· Institutions may present entries in a number of categories, but each entry will be judged in one category only.

· Only in-house productions produced locally will be accepted.

· Each entry must be accompanied by the following details on the competition form: title, subject area, target group, aim, producer, and running time (if applicable).

· The Institute is granted copyright on programmes and materials entered for exclusive use in the press or other media when announcing the winners.

· Programmes and materials previously entered in SAARDHE competitions may not be presented again.

· Entries must meet the following technical requirements in the different media categories:

-  Graphics:
35mm colour slides of the original artwork.  An entry may consist of a single slide or a maximum of five comprising one project.  An animation sequence is presented on video-tape.

-  Photography:
35mm Slides or prints (8x10 size) in colour or black and white.  An entry may consist of a single item or a maximum of five comprising one project.

-  Video programme:
VHS format video tape (PAL compatible), maximum 30 minutes.  If the running time exceeds this limit, only the first 30 minutes will be judged.  The following bibliographic details must be included in the programme: title, subject, author, date of production, producer.

-  Computer assisted

   instruction

   programme:
360Kb or 1.2Mg floppy, or 720Kb or 1.44Mg stiffy.  Maximum running time 30 minutes.  If the programme exceeds this limit, only the first 30 minutes will be judged.

-  Multi-media

   programme

   and study

   package:
All relevant materials must be presented to give an accurate illustration of the programme or package, including computer programme, video disc, printed workbook, etc.  Maximum running time 30 minutes.  If the running time exceeds this limit, only the first 30 minutes will be judged.

· One award will be made in each of the five categories and will be presented to the institution responsible for the production.

· Entries will be judged by a panel of experts which will include at least one educational media specialist and technical media specialists.  Key evaluation criteria for each category are indicated in the following paragraph.  The decision of the panel is final.

· Entries will be returned by mail after the competition. Although the necessary precautions will be taken, the Institute can not be held responsible for costs resulting from loss of or damage to programmes or materials.

CRITERIA FOR EVALUATION
In judging, credit will be given for the outstanding application of media in promoting effective teaching and learning, or research, as well as technical execution and creativity.  The most important general guidelines for assessment are the following:

· Does the entry contribute towards the learning of specific knowledge, attitudes and/or skills?

· Is the programme/material aimed at a specific target group ?

· Is the content correct and up to date?

· Is the content organised logically?

· Does the entry promote effective communication?

· Are the relevant media features and capabilities used optimally?

· Can the entry be used effectively for the intended purpose?

· Are specific technical features like colour, animation, layout and emphasis used effectively?
