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FAQ
Q: WHO CAN ENTER?
A: Anyone! On entering, you will be asked to select the university that you support. You will then have the choice of riding under the banner of current students, alumni or supporter – the supporter category is for anyone who would like to complete the race but is not an official student or alumni of a university – but you will still be required to select the university you are supporting.

Q: HOW DO I REGISTER AS A USSA RIDER?
A: The USSA teams will follow the guidelines of USSA. These teams will be selected by each university who elects to send a team to compete in the USSA section of the race. The guidelines of competition will be communicated directly to each university by USSA early in 2016. Any student who is interested in riding in the USSA competition element should contact their university sports department for more information

Q: WHEN WILL REGISTRATIONS OPEN?
A: Registrations are open. 

Q: HOW WILL I FIND OTHER RIDERS FROM MY UNIVERSITY AT THE RACE?
A: Each university with riders will have a dedicated space where you will be able to socialise with your fellow teammates & friends.

Q: HOW MANY RIDERS IN A TEAM?
A: There will be two riders in a team. Riders will be able to register as a male team, female team or a mixed team. Only the first rider in the team will be identified to a university, the second rider will automatically identify with the same university

Q: WHAT WILL THE RIDER REGISTRATION CATEGORIES BE?
A: There will be three main categories – alumni (for alumni of a particular university), students (for students of a particular university) and supporters (those riders who are not students or alumni but wish to complete the race and support a university). There will also be sub categories to encourage family participation - these will include father & son, mother and daughter and similar.

Q: ASIDE FROM THE RACE ROUTES, WHAT CAN RIDERS EXPECT?
A: The race village will be a central hub and there will be live entertainment each day. The programme has been designed to enable riders to complete their ride, shower and relax and enjoy the afternoon into early evening.
