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Before understanding how to use CD burning software, you should understand what
type of CD to buy in order to burn a CD. There are two types of blank compact disks
that can be used in consumer CD burners.

CD-R disks are used generally to back up data. These disks can also be used to
create inexpensive presentations for distribution in classes or as easy safe transport
to conferences. These disks usually hold between 650 MB and 700 MB of
information. A 30 page paper double spaced with 12 point font takes up less than
1/10 of a Megabyte or MB.

The advantage of these disks is the low cost and reliability of the backup. CDs can
become scratched and data can be corrupted, but if a CD is kept in a case away
from dust or other contaminants, a CD-R of reasonable quality should last
approximately 50 years. These disks utilize a technology that allows the burner to
sear the data into a reflective surface in the form of many zeros and ones. You can
normally play CD-R disks in any CD-ROM drive. You would use these disks when
you need to trade information between computers.

CD-RW is the short for CD-ReWritable disk, a type of CD disk that enables you to
write onto it in multiple sessions. This means that disks created with a CD-RW drive
can only be read by a CD-RW drive.

These disks on the other hand are more flexible than CD-R because you can write
and rewrite data to the disk. The quality of these disks varies, but generally the disks
are rewritable up to approximately 40 times. If you wish to have a disk for once a
week backups, CD-RW should serve you for about a year. Generally, the newer CD-
ROM drives can read CD-RW disks, but you should be careful because not all CD
drives can read these. If you need to trade information, you are better of creating a
CD-R and closing the disk. If you want to continue writing to the disk as backup for
your own computer, you can do this on a CD-RW up to the available space.

If you are writing to a CD-RW you can still erase the disk. To write more information,
you need to add the new files after the data. You cannot change files when
writing to a CD, you only can write new versions of the file up to the space on
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the disk. This inflexibility in changing files after they have been written to the disk
means that CDs should primarily be used for backup of permanent files.

Whether you are using CD-R or CD-RW disks, you will use the software the same
way. The difference is in whether you write all files and close a session or leave the
burn session open so you can write more files to the disk later. When you use CD-
R, you usually have to burn the disk and close the session before ejecting the disk.
With a CD-RW, you should be able to remove the disk and later write more up to the
disk capacity.

What makes CD-RW different from CD-R is the fact that a CD-R disc can only be
burned once. In other words, while a CD-RW can be written to multiple times in
order to change the contents of the CD or fix a mistake, once you start burning a CD-
R, it cannot be used again, even if there is an error with burning the CD.

Nero Express greatly simplifies the CD recording process. Its interface is much
cleaner and more basic than the regular Nero program, making it far more user-
friendly and accessible to novices. Nero Express comes with the complete Nero
program; you can use either one, and you can now even toggle back and forth
between the two.

Your system should come with a pre-installed operating system or you may choose
to upgrade your operating system to the latest. Below you will find a list of those that
Nero Express support.
