She serves on the editorial boards of
the Leadership Quarterly, Leadership, Leadership and the Humanities, and The Business Ethics Quarterly.
Prof. Ciulla edits The New Horizons in Leadership Studies Series (Edward Elgar Ltd.). She has served as
president of The International Society for Business, Economics, and Ethics and The Society for Business
Ethics. Prof. Ciulla is the recipient of the Distinguished Educator Award from the University of
Richmond and the Outstanding Faculty Award from the State Council of Higher Education of Virginia. In
addition to teaching and academic work, she has given lectures and seminars to businesses and
government agencies all over the world and has worked with the Aspen Institute, The Brookings
Institution, and The World Economic Forum.
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
