General Regulations

General Regulations: Introduction

The General Regulations (G Regulations) apply to all faculties of the University of Pretoria. As with other
regulations, rules and prescriptions of the University, it is expected of each student to familiarise himself or
herself well with these regulations. Ignorance concerning these regulations will not be accepted as an excuse for
any transgression.

Definition of terms
For the purposes of these General Regulations, and unless interpreted differently from the context,
(i) theterm “module” also includes the following: semester module and year module; and

(ii) the term “semester mark” includes the mark awarded/achieved in respect of a module of seven weeks’
duration, as it is normally examined at the end of the semester in which it is presented.

(iii) S = UP Statute
(iv) J.S. = Joint Statute of the South African Universities
