Research information
The relevant head of department must recommend a supervisor and a title for a mini-dissertation, and these
must be approved by the Postgraduate Committee. The mini-dissertation must be assessed and finalised as set
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out in the Faculty Board-approved LLM Policy Document of the Faculty. 
Mini-dissertations must be submitted in the format determined by the supervisor and approved by the
Postgraduate Committee.
