An average of 65% for each of  NMR 702 (research) (or equivalent) and MBK 705 (biomechanics) (or3.
equivalent)

Additional requirements
Admission to this programme requires an honours degree in Sports Science with a minimum average mark of
60%, a mark of 65% in NMR 702 and MBK 705, and a master’s research proposal that has been accepted by the
Departmental Research Committee, the Postgraduate Committee and Ethical Committee of the Faculty of Health
Sciences.

Research protocol
After registration, a student is required to submit a complete research protocol regarding the proposed
dissertation to the MSc Committee of the School and if necessary, also to the Ethics Committee for approval.

Dissertation
A dissertation must be submitted via Student Administration at least three months prior to the date of a
particular graduation ceremony. A manual on the editing of dissertations is available on request from the
relevant head of department.

Pass with distinction
The MSc (Sports Science) Option: Biomechanics is conferred with distinction on a student who has obtained at
least 75% in the dissertation.
