Candidate details	Comment by Werner Cordier: 

1. Problem statement	Comment by Werner Cordier: The clear problem statement that details the issue that the proposal is trying to address and resolve
Maximum half a page.
2. Literature review	Comment by Werner Cordier: A brief literature review that highlights the background of the research problem, current knowledge, and the rationale for investigating the specific research. The literature review needs to provide enough backing to show that the research is important to conduct and the aims are feasible.
Maximum two pages.
3. Research aim and objectives	Comment by Werner Cordier: The aim and objectives of the research proposal describes what ultimately needs to be achieved, and how this will be done.
Maximum half a page.
4. Methods	Comment by Werner Cordier: The methods should describe the way in which data will be collected to achieve said objectives and the aim of the study. Methods should be described briefly in terms of principle and basic workflow, thus showcasing their relevance in achieving the objective. There should be a clear and logical flow to the methods to display scientific thinking. Statistical and ethical considerations need to be described where relevant.
Maximum one and a half pages.

6. Budget
Maximum half a page as a tabulated budget.
