LBW: 
Low birth weight rate: the % of babies delivered weighing less than 2500gram

PCI: 
Perinatal care index: the perinatal mortality rate divided by the low birth weight rate
Gives an indication of the overall standard of obstetric and neonatal care in an institution

Value should be below 2

Perinatal mortality rate (PNMR): 
The number of stillbirths plus early neonatal deaths (1st 7 days of life) per 1000 deliveries at an institution
All deliveries means from 500gram upwards, while above 1000 gram exclude deliveries less than 1 kg
It is important to note that CHC’s and district hospitals should have lower values than regional and tertiary hospitals due to less complicated cases. 

Neonatal death rate (NNDR):
The number of neonatal deaths (1st 28 days of life) per 1000 LIVE births in an institution 

Early neonatal death rate (ENNDR): 
The number of babies dying in the first 7 days of life per 1000 live births in an institution
