CRITERIA FOR FUNDING COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT PROGRAMMES AND PROJECTS FROM UNIVERSITY FUNDS

1. Only curricular community engagement activities involving students in credit-bearing modules, and community engagement research projects will be supported from these funds made available by the University;

2. Volunteer and outreach activities must be resourced with “outside” (“third stream”) funds;

3. Recurring costs cannot, in general, be funded as there is no guarantee of funds being available in future years;

4. Funds cannot be used for funding new posts;

5. Funds will have to be found from elsewhere (faculty funds, “outside funds”, etc.) to sustain expenses in subsequent years. Parallel efforts to raise “new money” for community engagement programmes and projects must continue and faculties should budget for these expenses in future as part of teaching and learning and research;

6. Funds will not be allocated to programmes and projects that are known to be carrying substantial reserves;

7. Priority will be given to programmes and projects in the immediate vicinity of the University (i.e Pretoria and surrounds). The University has a particular commitment to the Mamelodi community given Council’s undertakings around the use of its campus there. Suitable activities planned for the Mamelodi campus will be prioritized for funding.
8. Programmes and projects that are already being funded from University or other sources should not seek funding from this allocation. Funding from the existing source must continue.
9. Funds will only be released on the provision of evidence confirming a thorough process of community consultation and concurrence on the need for, and desirability of the project, in line with the University’s approach to community engagement.
10. This list is not exhaustive and will be updated from time to time.
