Language Policy and Plan of the Faculty of Humanities

Policy

The language policy of the Faculty of Humanities is based on a commitment to the value of
diversity and in particular linguistic diversity. Consequently, the Faculty is committed to
advancing multilingualism. The Faculty believes that multilingualism is central to understanding
and appreciating the complexity and richness of the society within which it is located.

The specific objectives of the language policy of the Faculty of Humanities (which has been
developed within the framework of the University’s language policy) are:

to offer tuition and advance communication through the medium of both English and one of
the two other indigenous languages adopted as official languages by the University in all
non-language undergraduate subjects of the Faculty — taking demand as well as academic
justification and economic viability into consideration — by using both languages as
languages of instruction in lectures and/or by using English as the language of instruction in
lectures and at the very least providing course and assessment material in both languages;

to contribute substantively to the development of Northern Sotho (Sepedi) and isiZulu (as
representative languages of the two major African language families spoken in Gauteng) as
academic languages.

Faculty Language Plan
The language plan proposed by the Faculty entails the following:

the establishment of a centre for language development at UP, 2014 being a preparatory
year, with full implementation in 2015;

the offering of Northern Sotho, Zulu, Tswana and Afrikaans language courses through
CE@UP and encouraging all staff members to enrol for such courses in order to acquire at
least basic conversational skills in one of these languages (final confirmation of new
appointments would be subject to the successful completion of such a course);

the establishment of processes of on-going reflection about the Faculty’s language policy
and multilingualism as a value and practice;

inclusion of the Language Policy in the resource calculation and allocation in the Faculty of
Humanities;

requiring all departments in the Faculty of Humanities to monitor the implementation of the
Faculty’s and University’s language policies;

encouraging all students to complete at least a semester-long, but preferably a year-long
course in an additional language in their programmes.

Taalbeleid en -Plan van die Fakulteit Geesteswetenskappe

Beleid

Die taalbeleid van die Fakulteit Geesteswetenskappe berus op 'n verbintenis tot die waarde van
diversiteit, spesifiek taaldiversiteit. Die Fakulteit is gevolglik verbind tot die bevordering van
veeltaligheid. Die Fakulteit glo dat veeltaligheid sentraal staan in die begrip van en waardering
vir die kompleksiteit en rykheid van die gemeenskap waarin die Fakulteit gesitueer is.

Twee spesifieke doelwitte van die taalbeleid van die Fakulteit Geesteswetenskappe (wat
ontwikkel is binne die raamwerk van die Universiteit se taalbeleid) is:

Om onderrig te verskaf en kommunikasie te bevorder deur medium van sowel Engels as in
die twee ander inheemse tale wat deur die Universiteit as amptelike tale aanvaar is in alle
nie-taal voorgraadse vakke in die fakulteit — met inagneming van die aanvraag, akademiese
regverdiging daarvoor en die ekonomiese lewensvatbaarheid daarvan — deur albei tale te
gebruik as onderrigtaal in lesings en / of deur Engels as onderrigtaal in lesings te gebruik en
ten minste voorsorg te tref vir die beskikbaarheid van kursusmateriaal en
assesseringsgeleenthede in albei tale.

Om daadwerklik by te dra tot die ontwikkeling van Noord-Sotho (Sepedi) en isiZulu (as
verteenwoordigend van twee van die vernaamste tale uit die Afrika-taalfamilie wat in
Gauteng gepraat word) as akademiese tale.

Fakulteit se Taalplan
Die voorgestelde taalplan van die Fakulteit behels die volgende:

Die vestiging van 'n sentrum vir taalontwikkeling aan die UP met 2014 as voorbereidende
jaar gerig op volle implementering in 2015.

Die aanbied van Noord-Sotho, Tswana en Afrikaanse taalkursusse deur CE@UP en om alle
personeel aan te moedig om vir hierdie kursusse in te skryf ten einde ten minste basiese
gespreksvaardighede in een van hierdie tale te verwerf. Die finale bevestiging van nuwe
aanstellings sal onderhewig gemaak word aan die suksesvolle voltooiing van so 'n kursus.

Die vestiging van prosesse vir voortgaande refleksie oor die Fakulteit se taalbeleid en oor
veeltaligheid as’'n waarde en praktyk.

Insluiting van die Taalbeleid in die hulpbronberekening en -toekenning van die Fakulteit
Geesteswetenskappe.

Daar word van alle departemente in die Fakulteit Geesteswetenskappe vereis om die
implementering van die Fakulteit en die Universiteit se taalbeleide te moniteer.

Alle studente word aangemoedig om ten minste een semesterkursus, maar verkieslik 'n
jaarkursus, in 'n addisionele taal by hulle programme in te sluit.
