An average pass mark of 60% or more in at least four modules presented by the Department of Microbiology and
Plant Pathology at 300-level (one of which must be MBY 364) or permission by the head of department. Note that
additional modules may be prescribed by the head of the department where deemed necessary.

Pass with distinction
The BScHons degree is awarded with distinction to a candidate who obtains a weighted average of at
least 75% in all the prescribed modules and a minimum of 65% in any one module.
