Under special circumstances,
the Dean, on the recommendation of the relevant head of department, may give approval for a limited
extension of this period.

In calculating marks, General Regulation G.12.2 applies.
Apart from the prescribed coursework, a research project is an integral part of the study.

Admission requirements
A BSc in Food Science degree with a pass mark of at least 60%. A candidate with another, applicable academic
background can be admitted to the programme on passing a preliminary examination and/or on completion of
certain prescribed modules aimed at supplementing lacking background knowledge.

Pass with distinction
The BScHons degree is awarded with distinction to a candidate who obtains a weighted average of at
least 75% in all the prescribed modules and a minimum of 65% in any one module.
