The candidate will then work under supervision of his/her supervisor(s) to complete the research
and to develop and finalise a dissertation according to departmental guidelines and regulations. A candidate,
before or on submission of the dissertation, must submit at least one draft article for publication in a recognised
academic journal. The draft article should be based on the research the candidate has conducted for the
dissertation and be approved by the supervisor(s). 
The weight of the research component contributes 100% towards the total requirements for the degree.
